Signs Your Gutters
Are In Need Of Repair

Fall is a great time to tackle pro-
jects around the house. The
weather each fall allows home-
owners to make improvements
to their homes’ exteriors without
worrying about extreme heat or
cold, while interior projects like
painting are made easier
because homeowners can
open the windows to allow for
proper ventilation.

Fall also marks a great time to
prepare for upcoming projects
that can make winter work that
much easier. For example, fall
is a great time to take stock of
your gutters so you can
address any issues before
leaves begin to fall or the first
snowstorm touches down.
Compromised gutters can con-
tribute to water issues in base-
ments and adversely affect a
home’s foundation if not
addressed immediately, so it
behooves homeowners to learn
the signs that gutters are in
need of repair or replacement.
 Gutters hanging off the home:
Gutters were once installed
predominantly with spikes.
However, many industry profes-
sionals now install gutters with
hanger brackets. Why the
change? Spikes loosen over
time, leading to the gutters
hanging off the home. That can
contribute to serious issues if
left untreated. Gutters hanging
off the home need not neces-
sarily be replaced, but rather
secured to the home, ideally
with hanger brackets instead of
spikes. Brackets hook into the
front of the gutter and are then
screwed into the fascia of a
home. A professional who spe-
cializes in gutter repair can per-
form this task relatively quickly,
and it's an inexpensive yet
highly effective solution.

« Gutter separation: Gutters that
are no longer fastened together
can leak and contribute to
issues that affect the home’s
foundation, siding and appear-
ance. Clogs and the accumula-
tion of debris can cause gutters
to separate because they are
not designed to hold too much

weight. Replacement of sepa-
rated gutters may or may not be
necessary depending on how
big the problem is and the con-
dition of the existing gutters. If
replacement is not necessary,
separated gutters may be
remedied by securing the joints,
another relatively simple and
inexpensive fix.

» Peeling exterior paint: Paint
that appears to be peeling off of
your home may indicate that
water is seeping over the edge
of the gutter closest to your
home. When that happens,
water is coming down the side
of the house, causing the paint
to peel. In such instances,
replacing the gutters is often
necessary.

* Basement flooding: Not all
signs of deteriorating gutters
are outside a home. Many a
homeowner has been flum-
moxed by flooding in their base-
ments, and such flooding can
be caused by aging, ineffective
gutters. That's because deterio-
rating gutters sometimes allow
water to leak near the founda-
tion of a home, contributing to
basement flooding.

Fall is an ideal time to inspect
gutters and have any issues
fixed before leaves begin to fall
or harsh winter weather arrives.

Tips For Planting
Fall Vegetables

Tending to backyard vegetable
gardens can fill many hours of
enjoyable downtime in the great
outdoors. What's more, the
bounty produced by such gar-
dens provides healthy, fresh
foods to gardeners and their
loved ones.

Although spring and summer
are widely seen as the peak of
gardening season, the mild
temperatures of autumn can be
a prime time for planting veg-
etables as well. Certain late-
season treats like carrots, kale,
spinach, and turnips can thrive
in fall gardens. Many different
foods are quick crops that can
go from seed to table in about
six weeks. When sown in early
fall, these vegetables will be
ready to put on the table for
mid-October feasts. Beets,
green onions, broccoli, and
cabbages can be planted in late
summer for fall harvest.
Gardeners who live in hardi-
ness zones eight through 10
(the southern portion of the
United States) can plant fall
vegetables as late as
December. Many of these
plants can tolerate light frost,
which may even help sweeten
the vegetables.

A handful of unique factors
need to be taken into consider-
ation when planning fall veg-
etable gardens.

e The summertime location of
the garden may still be ade-
quate, but be sure to choose a
location that gets eight full
hours of sunlight per day.

e If using an existing garden
site, clear out any detritus from
summer plants and any weeds
that have sprouted. If you are
planting a new garden, remove
any turf before tilling the soil.

¢ Amend the soil with sand,
compost, manure fertilizer, and

any other nutrients needed
depending on the types of veg-
etables you intend to grow.

* While fall vegetables can be
grown successfully from seeds,
it may be more time-friendly to
work from larger transplants,
advises the Texas A&M Agrilife
Extension.

* Some plants may need a little
protection as they grow if tem-
peratures begin to dip. Cover
with a blanket, cardboard box
or plastic tunnel to insulate.
Remember to water according
to the vegetables planted and
to keep an eye on readiness for
vegetables. Turnips, beets,
rutabagas, and carrots can be
dug out when the roots are
plump and crisp.

Vegetable gardens need not
cease when the last days of
summer vanish. Fall produce is
delicious and can be easily
planted and harvested even
after the first frost.

How To Prevent
Simple Plumbing Problems

No homeowner wants to be con-
fronted with plumbing problems,
which many associate with cost-
ly repairs and water damage.
But many plumbing problems
are preventable if homeowners
take the time to learn about
them and make the effort to nip
them in the bud before they
become something major.

» Clogged kitchen sink: Kitchen
sinks get used quite a bit in the
average home, and what makes
its way down the sinks can con-
tribute to plumbing problems.
Avoid pouring gravy, grease,
cooking oil, or fat down the
kitchen sink, as these sub-
stances can cling to the pipes
and lead to a backed up sink
and a potentially messy situa-
tion. Discard thick liquids and
sauces in the trash can instead
of the sink. Periodically turn the
faucet on as hot as it can go and
run it for a few minutes to dis-
lodge anything that might have
stuck to the pipes.

¢ Clogged shower drain: The
pipes in the shower/bathtub can
easily become clogged as well.
Hair is the main culprit when
shower drains get clogged, so
install hair traps that catch any
hair you and others might shed
while they are bathing. Instruct

each person to remove their hair
from the drain upon getting out
of the shower. If you suspect the
drain might already be on its
way to clogging, use a wet/dry
vac to remove any hair that
might have started piling up in
the pipes.

¢ Washing machines: Few
homeowners may think to peri-
odically inspect their washing
machines, but normal wear and
tear on washing machine hoses
can gradually build up, potential-
ly leading to flooding if left
unchecked. Periodically inspect
hoses for cracks and other dam-
age, replacing them if they look
especially vulnerable.

» Water heater: Water heaters
also can produce plumbing
problems if homeowners don't
keep an eye on them. Rusty
tank fittings on water heaters
are a warning sign that the
heater might need some repairs.
When left unchecked, water
heaters can cause flooding that
produces significant water dam-
age, and water heaters may
even need to be replaced, which
can be very expensive. If you
detect any problems with your
heater, call in a plumber to con-
firm if anything is awry and
address the problem.

By the time autumn hits full
swing, many trees will have
shed their leaves for the sea-
son, and the last vestiges of
red, yellow and orange magic
will have faded to brown.
Raking, blowing and collecting
leaves becomes the primary
chores of lawn and yard mainte-
nance, and presents most
homeowners with large piles of
gathered leaves to tend to.

Itis impossible to count just how
many leaves fall to the ground
each year, or just how many
pounds of leaves get collected
curbside, but the numbers are
substantial. Cleaning up leaves
is considerable work, but not all
of those leaves need to be cart-
ed away. In fact, there are sev-
eral different uses of leaves that
can be beneficial.

1. Spread leaves as a protective
mulch to cover tender perenni-
als or root crops/bulbs in the

ground. The leaves will form a
natural insulating cover that
keeps the soil and the plants
within a bit warmer over winter.
2. Create a pile of leaves that
will break down and form a
crumbly, compost-like material
called leaf mold. Even though
leaf mold may sound like a
blight, it's actually a good
amendment to garden sail,
improving its structure and abili-
ty to hold water. Leaf mold also
attracts beneficial organisms
that are vital in healthy soil.

3. Brown leaves can be added
to green materials in compost
piles to improve the health of
the compost being formed.
According to the healthy living
resource Care2, the ideal ratio
is 75 percent brown to 25 per-
cent green materials in com-
post. Turn compost piles regu-
larly to aerate them.

4. Store dried, mulched leaves
in a dry spot so they can be

used in the spring as a weed
barrier for spring plantings.
They will keep weeds at bay
and help retain soil moisture to
ensure small sprouts have the
resources to grow.

5. Use shredded leaves as a
lawn supplement. Pass a lawn
mower over leaves left on the
lawn to break them down into
pieces too small to rake. This
will help keep the lawn healthy
throughout the winter without

blocking out needed sunlight.

6. Bag dried leaves and pack
them tightly together in cold
areas of the home, such as
basements or garages. They
can act as added insulation.
Bags of leaves also can be
placed around planting contain-
ers to protect them from frost.
7. Gather a few of the best-look-
ing leaves and preserve them.
Use an iron on a low setting and
press leaves between two
pieces of waxed paper until the
waxed paper seals together. Or
use clear contact paper to
achieve the same effect.

Fallen leaves can be used in
many different ways throughout
the year.

Prepare Your Deck For Winter

Homeowners often take steps to winterize the inte-
rior of their homes in the weeks before winter's
arrival, but such efforts should extend to the out-
side of a home as well.

HGTV
recommends using a snow blower on the deck to
avoid scarring. If a shovel must be used, push
snow with the planks to reduce the risk of damag-
ing the deck.

* Clear the deck of potted plants. Even homeown-
ers who intend to use their decks in winter should
remove potted plants from the deck in the fall. The
home improvement experts at HGTV note that
moisture can get trapped between deck boards
and plastic, wood or ceramic containers in cold
weather, and that can contribute to mildew, discol-
oration or decay.

 Store unnecessary furniture. Homeowners who
like to sit on their decks in winter will no doubt want
to leave some furniture out over the winter. But
those with lots of furniture for entertaining guests
